High School Content Expectations:

All for the unit.

Although it is advisable to introduce many of these terms at the start of the unit, it is not advised to heap too many on the student at once.  A much better plan is to provide the above list at the start of the unit with part of it to be completed in the near future, and then assign additional segments as those terms will be used.  Finally, the concept map would be completed near the end of the unit when the student has established a firm understanding of all the terms meanings, and of the concepts surrounding them.  

Upon introduction of a term during the unit, its use and meaning should be emphasized repeatedly, with the student and teacher expressing that meaning.  The pronunciation of each term should be stressed until the students pronounce them correctly.  This reinforces the student’s use of the term with confidence, and aids in successful understanding of meaning.
